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Pilot Teaching Week in Ukraine

On May 31-June 4, 2021, as part of the implementation of the EU Erasmus + program project «Innovative Multidisciplinary Curriculum in Artificial Implants for Bio-Engineering BSc/MSc Degrees», VNTU hosted a pilot teaching for students, employees, representatives of project partners and other participants from the main directions of the implementation of the BIOART project in on-line conferences. The total number of participants in the meeting exceeded 100 people.
At the organizational meeting, the opening remarks were made by the BIOART project coordinator prof. David Luengo, coordinator of the BIOART project at VNTU, Professor Oleksandr Hrushko and Professor of the Department of Biomedical Engineering, Professor Serhii Pavlov.
As part of the pilot teaching at VNTU, a cycle of 6 lectures was held for all participants:
· Ultrasound based tibiofemoral kinematics measurement in knee implant assessment -  lecture conducted by Kenan Niu (Leuven Catholic University (KU Leuven));
· Embedded intelligence Goal: Understanding of concept of integrated sensor systems or  What is required that a sensor can be fully operational in a system - lecture conducted by Albert Treytl (University for Continuing Education – Danube University Krems); 
· Design technology for bio-medical engineering, on additive manufacturing, on virtual prototypes – lecture conducted by Peter Arras (Leuven Catholic University (KU Leuven));
· Fundamentals of 3D printing for biomedical applications -  lecture conducted by Szymon Gądek (Cracow University of Technology);
· Quality of the Medical IOT systems -  lecture conducted by  Galyna Tabunshchyk (National University “ Zaporizhzhia Polytechnic”);
· ECG-Based Biometric Recognition: Signal Processing and Machine Learning Algorithms -  lecture conducted by  David Luengo (Universidad Politecnica de Madrid).
During the meetings, the participants had the opportunity to receive detailed answers to their questions from the lecturers and take part in discussions on the topic every day of the meeting program.
Also, a working meeting of the project executors was held on the further development of the project topics in Ukraine and organizational issues of the project implementation.
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
